Round box of birchbark, decorated with white quills that
fade to light brown. Scalloped white border on top of lid;
center decorated with brown/white quills in uneven stripes across. Sides of lid and bottom covered with
vertical quills arranged so that brown emanates out from closure. Six double stitches made on underside
of bottom in white quills. Anishinaabe (Odawa), Michigan.
